WAl | abi es are native to Australia, New Zeal and, Tasmani a, New Guinea, and a few
ot her nearby South Pacific islands. Wile there are many various species | wl|
i ntroduce you to the nost popul ar species owned here in the U S. Wallabies are
preferably acquired when young preferably when bottle feedings are down to twice a
day. Carrying the joey in a pouch with you as nuch as possible is a very inportant
bondi ng process. Suckling joeys are fed m |k replacenents such as Wnbar oo, Biol ac,
t hough Esbliac puppy m |k has been used successfully but it was not fornulated
specifically for the wallaby as the others | have nentioned. Macropods are known to be
| actose intolerant that is one of the keys for the special formulas devel oped for
them Joeys are usually taken by breeder's at 3 -4 pounds or 6-7 month's fromtheir
not her's pouches and started on bottle feedings. To cause |less trauma the joey is
taken fromthe back and placed quickly into a pouch so the joey doesn't realize it not
init's nother's pouch. A cotton roo pouch is used by hanging in a play pen to
represent "nmonmls pouch". The playpen is used to let them have food, water and grass to
eat freely. The playpen becones their place of security. The nore they are held the
cl oser the bond between you and the joey. Weaning fromthe bottle can start from 10-15
pounds but this depends on each individual. The |longer the bottle is given the nore
assurance to a tighter bond with you and vyour wallaby. As wall abi es becone mature,
probl ens can devel op such as chewi ng on carpeting. At this tinme they will need nore
roomto run. And your home will need to be wallaby proofed electrical cords and ot her
dangers need to be addressed. Enclosures should be approximately 50x50 ft. welded wire
or chain link fence and should be approxinately 6 ft. for protection of the wallaby.
Shade screening ran along the fence hel ps | essen the chance of the wall aby getting
startled and provides protection fromtheir feet getting caught in the fencing as

well. A shelter should also be provided. Besides protection fromthe el enents
wal | abi es need a safe place to retreat when frightened. If in a cold environnent a
heat source will be needed as well. Wallabies can freeze their tail in the winter.

Many owners all ow wal | abi es access to their hones. Their stool is pelleted and easily
cleaned up. It is not recommended to house two unaltered mal es together. Playing rough
wi th young nales is not recommended when they mature they can inflict injuries. Adult
mal es are call ed bucks or boomers, females are called does their young are called
joeys and as a group they are referred to as a nob. Worming is usually done by using
Ivernmectin [cattle-injectable] is given orally usually given by placing a few drops on
a slice of wheat bread. Antibiotics should not be given orally though as this wl|
destroy the flora in the gut and al so causes yeast infections in the intestines.
Nystatin is usually given to wallabies being treated with antibiotics. A commercia
diet that is highly recommended i s Happy Hopper.Mazuri also offers a wallaby feed as
wel | . Wal |l abi es enjoy grazing on grass. In addition nake sure that anything offered
for consunption is not chemcally treated as not to upset their delicate systens. Sone
addi ti onal suppl enental foods are sweet potatoes, wheat bread , carrots, apples and
apple tree twigs as well

Dama Macropus eugeni

The Dana is primarily a nocturnal animal in the wild but can be found foragi ng and
sunni ng by day. They are sonewhat solitary as well usually only found in pairs. Their
wei ght is usually between 9-22 pds. and they sit around 18 in. The mal es being | arger
than the femal es. Lifespan is approximtely 16 years. They are one of the nost popul ar
to keep in captivity because of their size and are fairly easy to keep. The males are
sexual ly mature at 2 years while the female is sexually mature at nine nonths. The
gestation period is 28 days then the newborn joey clinmbs up to the pouch where it
continues its devel opment for 150 days before finally nmaking it's appearance to the
out si de worl d. (conti nued)
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It will remain in the nmothers pouch where it will suckle for up to 5-11 nmonths. The
wal | abies fur will growand it will come all the way out of the pouch at about six
nmonths old, all the while the pouch expands to make nore roomfor it. A joey enters

t he pouch by diving in headfirst. It then either remains in that position with its

l egs and tail hanging out or it may sonmersault itself around. It can stay conpletely

i nside or poke its head out.

Bennett Macropus rufogriseus

The bennett's wallaby is one of the largest of the wallabies. The fur of the Bennett’'s
wal | aby is a grayi sh-chocolate color. They can grow to 30-36 inches in body size and
with the tail 24-30 inches |long. They can reach up to 3 feet in height while sitting.
Their weight is usually between 35-40 pounds for females and 40-50 pounds for nml es.
In the wild they live in groups of up to 30 called nobs. They are considered browsers
I ength of the estrous cycle is approximtely 33 days and the gestation period is about
30 days. Lifespan is approximately 15 years. The Bennett’'s wal | aby practices enbryonic
di apause but the birth of the joey resulting fromthis mating is not born until the
foll owi ng breedi ng season. If the female was mated wi t hout already having a joey in
pouch, the birth of the joey will be 8 nonths later, however if the fenale had a joey
when mated, then the birth of the joey in diapause will not be until the existing
joeys is fully out of pouch, between 16-29 days after the joey is fully out of pouch
Joeys are in pouch until 9-9 1/2 nmonths old and suckle until 12-17 nmonths old. In
captivity Bennett's females are able to mate from about 14 nonths old and the mal es
around 19 nonths of age. They usually energe fromthe pouch at 220 days fully energed
at 280 days.

Swanp Wal | abi a Bi - Col or

Breedi ng occurs in both sexes between the ages of 15-18 nmonth. After a gestation
peri od of 33-38 days, a single young is born. They mate a second time 8 days prior to
the birth of the established fetus, therefore the gestation period is |longer than the
estrous cycle. The Swanp wal | abi es are black with reddi sh gold highlights on the chest
and face. Pouch life is conmplete by 8-9 nmonths, and suckling continues unti

approxi mately 15 nonths of age. When Swanps attack, they junp high, then scratch with
their claws, bite, and kick to injure their victim Swanps are probably the nost

el usi ve macropod, and are seldomseen in the wild. These are recomrended if you are

pl anni ng on having one wal |l aby they are solitary and are considered | oyal to one
person as well.They are usually leary of strangers and should not be forced to
interact with them This species does not adapt to cold weather as well.

Maine: Wldlife officials try to cal mbear fears

ORTLAND (AP) -- Maine biologists say that the nunber of run-ins between bears and
peopl e is not any higher this year than usual. Bear biol ogist Jennifer Vashon says the
early snownelt and cold spring made bears hungry. They awoke from hi bernation early to
find the berry crop was not ready yet. But she says it's too early to prove the nunber
of bear problens this year is any higher than usual. Supporters of a referendumin
Novermber that woul d ban bear baiting say referendum opponents are playing up the bear
attacks in an attenpt to sway public opinion. Cecil Gay of Hunters for Fair Bear
Hunting, which supports the ban, says the issue is getting overblown. But Edie Leary
of the Fish and WIldlife Conservation Council, which opposes a ban on bear baiting,
says the council is making no special effort to increase nuisance bear reports. Leary
says such reports do bring to the forefront the need to control the bear popul ation

Rl CHARD THOVAS SAVED HI' S EXOTI C ANI MALS AFTER RAI NS CAME

PAI NTSVI LLE - When he went to sleep Sunday night, 79-year-old Richard Scott Thomas

never dreaned he woul d wake up and have to swmto try to save his canmel. "I'ma good
swi mer, " said Thomas, a former New York City Ballet dancer and instructor, but not

t hat good. Thonas, the father of actor Richard Earl Thomas -- "John Boy" in the |ong-
runni ng tel evision show The Waltons -- said yesterday that, when he got out of bed
about 3:30 a.m Monday in his Johnson County home, he stepped into ankl e-high water.
By the time he reached his back porch, floodwater -- "I thought it was backwater," he
said -- fromnearby Jennys Creek was nearly up to his chest. Thonmas waded toward his

barnyard where he stables about 40 exotic animals in a row of buildings and began
openi ng barn doors to free his animals. As the water rose, Thomas stripped off his

Br ooks Brothers nightshirt and began swimmng -- against a swift current -- toward the
last building in an attenpt to free Alex, a two-hunped canel -- and a farmfavorite.
The current kept pushing hi mback against a nmetal gate, about 30 feet fromthe canel's
stall, he said. Pressed against the gate, Thomas said he | ooked behind the barn, saw
"two hunps walking in the water" and realized Al ex probably was safe. As he was
hangi ng on to a barn wi ndow, Thomas said a bl ack water buffalo swam past him "That
was pretty weird," he said, but perhaps not as surprising as the floating appliance
that greeted himafter he swam follow ng a submerged fence line, back to his kitchen
door. "l didn't know refrigerators could float," he said. Dick Thomas, as relatives
call him is a Paintsville native whose grandfather was mayor and whose father was
once county judge and a state mning official. Thomas has been living on his parents’
farmon Ky. 825, about 5 miles fromPaintsville, for about four years after a career

i n show busi ness that rubbed off on his nore-fanmous son. After graduating from

Pai ntsville Hi gh School in 1943, Thomas went to the University of Kentucky, ignored
his father's advice to become an engi neer and acconpani ed an aunt to the Wst Coast
where he becane a dancer in Los Angeles. Mtzi Gaynor, he said, was his first dance
partner. After World War |1 ended, Thomas nmoved to New York where he joined severa
bal | et compani es, including the New York City Ballet. In 1950, he married dancer
Barbara Fallis during a trip to Cuba, and their first child, Richard Earl Thomas, was
born in 1951. For years, the young actor visited his grandparents in Eastern Kentucky
al nost every year. The younger Thomas, now 53, is a Broadway actor. In 1985, a few
years after the passing of his wife and then his father, Dick Thomas cl osed his dance
school in Manhattan and retired. He still owns a 16-room Victorian house in New
Rochelle, N Y., but resides on his small farm called Golightly, wedged between a
railroad track and Jennys Creek. Wednesday, Thomas bantered with a nei ghbor he hired
to haul away and try to sal vage several pieces of antique furniture inherited fromhis
parents, including a grandfather clock he said his nother won on a TV gane show, Say
VWhen!, while in New York. "My nother was a hoot," Thomas said, smiling. Thomas has
built fences and barns for a diverse collection of animals, nost of which survived

| ast weekend's fl ooding. They include a bison named Nickel, a water buffalo, a Brahma
bull, Ilamas, enus, peacocks and a stableful of quarterhorses. Yesterday, fenced
pastures were still quagmires of mud, which also filled Thomas' new pi ckup, parked
Sunday night with the wi dows open. "W |ost three goats and a donkey and a potbelly
pi g named Pepper," Thomas said. Alex, the canel, appeared in need of groom ng

yest erday, but playfully nipped at Thomas' hat. Scott Preston, a cousin who is a
Paintsville attorney, said at one point, Thonmas also tried to buy an el ephant, "but
somebody beat himto it."

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CA. Coyote attacks chil dren

SIM VALLEY, Calif. (AP) --

Police shot to death a coyote they believe attacked four children, including a 3-year-
ol d who was hospitalized with bites to his neck, face, head and ear, authorities said
Monday. The attacks occurred shortly before 7 p.m Sunday in a residentia

nei ghbor hood near A d Wndnill Park, on the edge of an area of rural trails on the
west end of town, said Sgt. Joe May, a police spokesman. None of the injuries,

i ncluding those to the hospitalized boy, were serious, May said. The attacks occurred
in one of the city's newest subdivisions, in an area that abuts the hills near the
Ronal d Reagan Presidential Library. The area is in the nidst of a dry spell, which

aut horities say could have brought the animal out of the hills in a search of water.
Ventura County Animal Control officers took possession of the animal's carcass and
were trying to determne what pronpted the attacks. "Animal control will take it and
do a rabies test,"” May said. Oficers were first summoned to a hone where witnesses
sai d boys ages 2 and 3 were attacked as they played in their back yard. The coyote bit
one of themon the right ankle and the other on the |left ankle before neighbors chased
it away, May said. The aninmal then surfaced a few bl ocks away, where it scratched a 7-
year-old boy on the ankle. Wile searching the area for the coyote, the officers got a
report that it had surfaced again, near Canyon View Drive, where it grabbed a 3-year-
old boy by the head and attenpted to drag hi maway. The officers |ocated the ani nal
and opened fire after it threatened to attack them May said. It was struck by two

M nnesota Passes Law Agai nst Keepi ng Dangerous Aninmals as Pets

YARMOUTHPORT, Mass., June 2 /U S. Newswire/ -- The International Fund for Ani nal
Wel fare (1 FAW Web: http://ww.ifaw org) today announced that M nnesota Gov. Tim

Pawl enty has signed into law a bill prohibiting the possession of dangerous wld
animals -- such as big cats, bears, and nonhuman primates -- as pets. |FAW pushed for
the bill's passage to limt the number of wild animals currently being kept in private

ownership across the country. The legislation will eventually phase out ownership of
big cats, prinates and bears as pets in Mnnesota. Zoos, wildlife sanctuari es,
licensed gane farms, research facilities, and circuses will not be affected by this

| aw t hough existing breeders will be subject to stricter regulations. Currently, it is
estimated that there are over 10,000 tigers, up to 20,000 |large cats and at |east
3,000 great apes being kept in private hands across the United States. |In February of
this year, four tigers were found dead at a breeding facility in Pelican Rapids,
Mnn., and a nan in Red Wng, Mnn., was convicted for illegally possessing five
tigers. "This legislation will reduce the nunber of dangerous wild aninmals kept as
pets and hel p ensure the safety and health of the M nnesota public," said Sarah Tyack
of FAW In Decenber 2003, |FAWhel ped to pass the Captive Wldlife Safety Act, a

federal bill that bans the interstate comerce of big cats. The bill was the first
nati onal step toward slowing the trade in exotic pets across Anerica. - The
International Fund for Aninmal Welfare (I FAW -- Web: http://ww.ifaw. org -- works to

i mprove the welfare of wild and donestic aninmals throughout the world by reducing
commercial exploitation of aninmals, protecting wildlife habitats, and assisting
